NACCU Annual Business Meeting
March 11, 2009

The meeting was called to order at 9:55AM.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Board Secretary Matt Drummond asked for a motion to approve the minutes from the 2008 Annual Business Meeting. Sarah Neer from Duke University made a motion to approve the minutes as read. Art Monge from Northwestern University seconded. The motion carried.

PRESIDENT’S REPORT
Kathleen Kelly reported that NACCU is a healthy association. Kathleen thanked the staff for their hard work on the Conference and in day-to-day activities. Kathleen asked the members of our committees to stand up. She thanked them for their service.

The Membership Committee continues to recruit and retain members, and to head the mentor program. Kathleen reviewed the new incentive program with attendees. Kathleen also asked that members add the Proud Member logo to their card program web sites.
Kathleen stated that Charlie Giles is working to recruit community colleges.

Kathleen reviewed the current membership numbers:

Institutional Members: 497
Corporate Members: 70
Other: 1
Total 568
There were 575 institutional members at this time last year. The Association is continuing to work to increase membership, but is happy that membership has not declined significantly as has been the experience with other associations.

The Education Committee has been busy. There has been an average of 35-40 attendees for each Web Conference. Kathleen asked attendees to let us know if there is a session at the Conference that would make a good Web Conference.

The benchmarking project kicked off in January 2009. The University of Alabama marketing graduate program is working on the project. Phase 1 will be deciding what data should be collected and how to present it. Phase 2 will consist of collection and reporting of the data. This project will go through 2010.

The Education Committee is also working on White Papers, the first of which will be presented to the Board at the Spring Board Meeting.

Regional workshops have been successful. There will be a 4th Annual Canadian workshop in the fall. There will also be Great Plains in Lincoln Nebraska in October. Ann Marie Powell has tentatively agreed to hold a workshop during the summer in New York.

Kathleen thanked the Conference Host committee. 

The Corporate Relations Committee has been reaching out to corporate members for feedback and suggestions.

Kathleen thanked all committees again. She asked attendees to sign up to volunteer for a committee at the registration desk.

TREASURER’S REPORT

Charlie Giles reviewed the financial report with the attendees. He explained that we had a full audit this year and there were no findings. He explained that we sign hotel contracts several years in advance and that we keep enough in the reserves to cover all those contracts.
The Association investment goals are to preserve the principal, keep it fully insured, and make a decent rate of return. At this point, the market has had no effect on our investments and we have earned around 3%.
Charlie asked for a motion to accept the financial report. Ramonia Prosise from Virginia State University made a motion. Dave Brown from Carleton University seconded. The motion carried.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT
Lowell Adkins asked the attendees to participate in the Association. He thanked everyone for their support and for attending the Conference.

OLD BUSINESS

Kathleen asked if there was any old business. There was none.
NEW BUSINESS

Charlie announced that Kristy Vienne from Sam Houston State University is the new member of the Board. Kathleen Kelly will be stepping down from the Board.
ELECTION OF OFFICERS

Matt announced that elections will be held for the Chair and Vice Chair of the Board.
The Board proposed the following slate: Chair – Joel Weidner, Vice Chair – Bob Mask

Matt asked for additional nominations, and there were none. Lynne Swearingen from the University of Wyoming made a motion to close nominations. Tova Sturmer from Tompkins Cortland Community College seconded. The motion carried.


Matt opened nominations for Vice Chair. There were none.

Ann Studwell from Front Range Community College made a motion to close nominations. Kathleen Ragan from Montclair State University seconded. The motion carried.

Matt asked for a vote. The attendees unanimously elected Joel Weidner as Chair and Bob Mask as Vice Chair.
